Part A: DISCOVER 
What participants should do
Take part in a range of arts activities in order to widen their experience and

understanding of the arts. They should record what they discover in their arts log, for example through photos, drawings, notes, and video. The young people will develop their understanding of how the arts are all around us through active participation and how a range of art forms connects to their own lives.

What advisers should do

Facilitate structured arts activities and support responses (this includes activities led by the adviser and those led or supported by others)

Support the recording of their discovery in individual arts logs

Evidence required

A number of art forms identified

Participation in at least one arts activity

What young people should demonstrate through their evidence

Understanding of how the arts encompass a range of art forms

from the familiar to the unfamiliar

Participation in a range of arts activities

Understanding of how art forms connect to their own lives

Part B: FIND OUT
What participants should do

Find out about artists and their work in order to develop their understanding

of arts practice. This could be through workshops, attending events, interviews,

online interaction, visits or other methods. They should be supported to develop

responses to what they find out. They should record what they find out in their

arts log, for example through photos, drawings, notes, video.

What advisers should do

Facilitate experiences of artists and their work (this includes activities led by

the adviser and those led or supported by others)

Support the recording of their discovery in individual arts logs

Evidence required

Record of what they found out about artists and their work

What young people should demonstrate through their evidence

Knowledge of at least one artist and their work
Part C: SHARE
What participants should do

Share what they enjoyed and learnt through the award with others. It could

be a one-to-one or group activity and can take any form — from explanation to

performance. The activity should be distinct from parts A and B. They should

record their sharing in their arts log, for example through photos, drawings,

notes, video.

What advisers should do

Facilitate structured sharing activity

Support the recording of their sharing in individual arts logs

Evidence required

What was shared and who it was shared with

What young people should demonstrate through their evidence

What they enjoyed and learnt through the award

How they shared their experience with others
